Project Essential Question and Sub Questions
The Essential Question is your overall project guide and acts as an umbrella for all the project Sub Questions, which ought to be ones about which you can collect information.  Consider open-ended questions, which typically begin with words such as "Why" and "How". Often they are not technically a question, but a statement which implicitly asks for a response.  
Some sample questions, (developed by John MacNeil School for their art and science project):

Essential Question
How can we use art to appreciate ecological relationships? (promote, raise awareness, respect)

Teacher Sub Question
How can art have a role in the teaching of science?

Artist Sub Question
Are students aware of their local natural environment? 

Student Sub Question
Can you see evidence of the elements and principles of art and design in the natural environment?
